Appliance/Lighting/Building Integrity efficiency upgrade
Room lighting  WMRS will be upgrading all lighting systems to modern equipment, which will result in reduced power consumption.  This work will be done in cooperation with Southern California Edison, our electrical service provider at Barcroft and Crooked Creek, and Los Angeles Department of Water and Power, our provider at OVL.  Rebates should pay for about half of the equipment costs.

Appliances We will replace two older refrigeration units with modern high-efficiency units, including a 16 cu. ft. chest freezer.  We will also replace the clothes washing machine with a new front-loading machine.

Windows We have replaced 4 upstairs windows at Barcroft with modern double-paned windows.  We are using IWC aluminum-frame double-glazed tinted energy-saving windows:

U-factor = 0.64 (US/IP) or 3.6 (metric)

Solar heat gain coeff. = 0.51

Visible transmittance = 0.47

We next need to replace the 6-8 downstairs windows
Building integrity  We are using weather stripping and foam to fill cracks to the outside, and repairing damaged insulation and wallboard wherever we find it.
